Professor Nottage is a leading Australian scholar of Japanese and Asian law, and Co-Director
of ANJeL, the Australian Network for Japanese Law. He has wide-ranging research interests.
In addition to being an expert on investment treaties and related arbitration proceedings —
the topic of his presentation — he writes about corporate governance, consumer product
regulation and other areas.

Professor Nottage will offer his analysis of investment treaties and related agreements in
ASEAN countries and their neighbors, in an era of booming inbound foreign direct
investment (FDI) into and within ASEAN. He looks at the proliferation of investment treaties
including “investor state dispute settlement” or “ISDS” arbitration mechanisms, and the
actual use of such provisions over several decades.

Professor Nottage is co-editor of a forthcoming book International Investment Treaties and
Arbitration Across Asia, to be published by Dutch international academic publisher Brill in
its Nijhoff International Investment Law series.

e want to understand the next phase of ASEAN (and Oceania/East Asian) regional
economic integration following the United States’ withdrawal from TPP,

e want to understand and assess concerns raised about experience with ISDS
provisions and their future role,

e want to understand opportunities for Japanese participation and leadership in
regional legal and economic institution building and integration efforts, and

e simply want to understand the existing network of bilateral and regional treaties
among countries in Asia supporting investment and trade.
